Psa. 100:1-5



Psa. 100:1 Make a joyful noise unto the LORD, all ye lands. 
2 Serve the LORD with gladness: come before his presence 
with singing. 
3 Know ye that the LORD he is God: it is he that hath made us, 
and not we ourselves; we are his people, and the sheep of his 
pasture. 
4 Enter into his gates with thanksgiving, and into his courts 
with praise: be thankful unto him, and bless his name. 
5 For the LORD is good; his mercy is everlasting; and his truth 
endureth to all generations.

I. PREACH – v. 1 “…all ye lands.”

1 Chron. 16:24 Declare his glory among the heathen; his 

marvellous works among all nations.



Psa. 19:1 The heavens declare the glory of God; and the 

firmament sheweth his handywork.

Psa. 22:22 I will declare thy name unto my brethren: in the 

midst of the congregation will I praise thee. ...

31 They shall come, and shall declare his righteousness unto 

a people that shall be born, that he hath done this.

1 Cor. 1:21 For after that in the wisdom of God the world by 
wisdom knew not God, it pleased God by the foolishness of 
preaching to save them that believe.



II. PRAISE – v. 4 “Enter into his gates with thanksgiving, and

into his courts with praise…”

III. PRAYER

Eph. 1:16 Cease not to give thanks for you, making mention 
of you in my prayers;

Phil. 4:6 Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer 
and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be 
made known unto God.

Col. 1:3 We give thanks to God and the Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, praying always for you,

Col. 4:2 Continue in prayer, and watch in the same with 
thanksgiving;
