
How Big Are Your Corners?

Leviticus 23:22 And when ye reap the harvest of 

your land, thou shalt not make clean riddance 

of the corners of thy field when thou reapest, 

neither shalt thou gather any gleaning of thy 

harvest: thou shalt leave them unto the poor, 

and to the stranger: I am the LORD your God.



Deuteronomy 24:19 When thou cuttest down thine harvest in 

thy field, and hast forgot a sheaf in the field, thou shalt not go 

again to fetch it: it shall be for the stranger, for the fatherless, 

and for the widow: that the LORD thy God may bless thee in 

all the work of thine hands.

20 When thou beatest thine olive tree, thou shalt not go over 

the boughs again: it shall be for the stranger, for the 

fatherless, and for the widow.

21 When thou gatherest the grapes of thy vineyard, thou 

shalt not glean it afterward: it shall be for the stranger, for the 

fatherless, and for the widow.

22 And thou shalt remember that thou wast a bondman in 

the land of Egypt: therefore I command thee to do this thing.



1. God has given everyone a field of prosperity in 
their life - finances.

2. God says to leave a portion of our field to be a 
blessing to others - the corners.

3. God did not specifically say how large to leave the 
corners - that is up to you.

4. As you enlarge your corners God can enlarge your 
field.

5. Understand that God wants more than just your 
corners.
