. surpasses both.

' Based on Worldometer abortion statistics, there were an average
3,484,800 abortions per month in the world so far in 2020. That means

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Summary

At the instant of fertilization, your baby's genes and sex are set. If the
sperm has a Y chromosome, your baby will be a boy. If it has an X
chromosome, the baby will be a girl.

The fertilized egg stays in the fallopian tube for about 3 to 4 days. But
within 24 hours of being fertilized, it starts dividing fast into many cells. It
keeps dividing as it moves slowly through the fallopian tube to the
uterus. lts next job is to attach to the lining of uterus. This is called
implantation.

A pregnancy hormone known as hCG is in your blood from the time of
implantation. This is the hormone detected in a pregnancy test. Some
home pregnancy tests can detect hCG as soon as 7 days after
